⚠  Special Notes 

• For the countries marked as (*) are allowed to enter Malaysia by air only. 

• China** and India** Citizen: visa exempt until 31st December 2026. 

• Visa is not required for a stay of less than one (1) month for ASEAN nationals except 
Myanmar. Visas are required for duration of stay exceeds (1) month except for Brunei 
and Singapore nationals. 

 

✅  Step-by-Step Malaysia Visa Application Process 
1. Determine Visa Type 

Choose the visa based on your travel purpose: 

• Tourist Visa 



• Business Visa 

• Student Visa 

• Employment Visa 

• Dependent Visa 

 

2. Check Visa Requirements 

Visit the official Malaysian Immigration Department website or contact a Malaysian 
Embassy/Consulate in your country to check: 

• If you need a visa 

• Visa type and duration 

• Required documents 

 

3. Choose Your Application Method 

Malaysia offers 3 main options: 

🔹  eVISA 

Available for selected countries (e.g. India, China, Bangladesh, Myanmar, Nepal, Pakistan, Sri 
Lanka). Apply at:

🔹  eNTRI (Electronic Travel Registration & Information) 

Only for Indian and Chinese passport holders. Valid for 15 days stay. 

🔹  Visa via Embassy/Consulate 

For countries not eligible for eVISA/eNTRI. Apply directly at the nearest Malaysian embassy. 

 

4. Prepare Documents 

Typically required: 

• Passport (valid at least 6 months) 

• Passport-sized photo 

• Flight itinerary

• Hotel booking 

• Proof of financial means 

• Visa application form 

• Payment receipt (if applying online) 

For employment/student visas: 

• Offer letter or university admission letter 

• Approval from relevant Malaysian authority (EMGS, etc.) 

 

5. Submit Application 

• Online: Upload scanned documents and make payment. 

• Embassy: Submit documents physically or through a visa agent. 

 

6. Wait for Processing 

• eVISA: ~48–72 hours 

• Embassy visa: 3–7 working days (varies) 

Track status on the official visa website if applying online. 

 

7. Receive Visa 

• Download and print your eVISA or eNTRI. 

• Or collect your passport with visa sticker from the embassy. 

 

✈  Upon Arrival in Malaysia 

• Show your visa, return ticket, accommodation details, and proof of funds. 

• Immigration may ask questions about your trip.
